In the survival inventory tab of
the creative inventory, Shift +
clicking the X clears the whole
inventory. In any other tab, Shift
+ clicking an item puts a stack
into the hotbar

In the Multiplayer server
selection menu, Shift + up and
Shift + down moves a server
name to a specific position. You
can also hold shift while a server
name is selected left click
another server name and they
will swap
